New AstroTurf Sports Pitch  

We will be installing a brand-new astro turf surface to replace the current netball court. This 
upgrade will provide a safer, all-weather pitch that can be used for a wide range of sports 
throughout the year. We are also adding a new dedicated storage building to accommodate 
the ever-growing range of equipment used across our sporting activities. 

In addition, a freshly tarmacked spectator area will be installed beside the astro turf, enabling 
us to continue hosting fixtures and events with local schools in a more comfortable and 
accessible environment. 

The work will start in the final week of this term. Full risk assessments will be in place and 
children, parents and visitors will be notified of any changes in access points and permitted 
zones.

Another significant improvement will be the complete refurbishment of the boys’ toilets for 
Years 3 to 6.
